January is the start of the new 

school year in Kenya and there are 

several children of school -going age 

in Kianda. We hope to bring these 

children into our established 

Transition Class for a year of 

studies before starting primary 

school.  

 

The year in Transition Class is an 

important one for these children: it 

is a time to readjust to routine and 

discipline, to catch up on studies, 

and most importantly to be in the 

care of our loving and committed 

staff, renewing a sense of self worth 

and excitement about what they can 

achieve. Bringing the children from 

Kianda into this class will be the 

next step for them getting back into 

school.
